Students are also taken
back to the airport upon departure if a transfer is booked through OSE.

For all individual students (i.e. not travelling as part of a group) aged 14 and
under, an Unaccompanied Minor service (where students are met upon
arrival, and escorted from the taxi to the departures hall and checked in upon
departure) is compulsory. Please see separate charges for this in the price list.

The journey to the centre of London is a short one from all London airports.
After your flight — especially if it's a long one — it's always good to know
that you have only a short journey to our summer school in London!

Please note that all students must arrive at their accommodation
before 21:00. We always do our best to provide a meal to any
student arriving after dinner, but this cannot be guaranteed.
